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MINUTE ORDER re [30] Respondent's motion to compel. In order to better 

evaluate the claims of privilege asserted by Petitioner Department of Treasury, 

the Court will review in camera a random selection of the withheld and redacted 

documents at issue. See Weisberg v. U.S. Dep't of Justice, 745 F.2d 1475, 1490 

(D.C. Cir. 1984) ("sampling procedure is appropriately employed, where... the 

number of documents is excessive and it would not realistically be possible to 

review each and every one."). By no later than June 20, 2016 at 12:00 p.m., 

Petitioner Department of Treasury shall submit to chambers for in camera review 

two hard copies of every tenth document listed in its Privilege Log, ECF No. 35-5. 

Documents shall be clearly labeled and placed in three-ring binders. For those 

documents that have been partially redacted, Petitioner shall indicate, through 

use of gray or yellow highlighter, the portions of the document that have been 

redacted. Based on the Court's conclusions following in camera review of this 

random sampling of documents, the Court may order a supplemental production 

of documents for in camera review.
